Give a brief background to your selected country. Include the following items in your introduction:

· Map showing the location of the country

· List and explain 2 significant examples of human rights abuse in your country.

· How does the country’s current human rights climate compare to Canada’s?

· The political system of your country (Is your country’s political structure a democracy, dictatorship, communist, etc)

· The economic development of your country (How is your country doing economically? Use any measures of economic development we have used – GDP, GNI, world ranking, etc). You may use Gapminder for this information.

· National makeup of the country (What are the main nationalities and ethnicities in the country?)

Part 2 of Project 

Students need to research these implications of ____________________ on children:

· health and medicine; e.g., how healthy are the children of your country? Do they have access to medicine easily? What is the infant mortality rate? What are the main reasons that children die? 

· the environment ; e.g., increase in natural disasters or threats to the environment resulting from climate change, deforestation, environmental management practices, access to clean water, toxins in the atmosphere of your country
· education; e.g., wider access to education, greater divide in wealth between those with education and those without, the impacts of a lack of education
· freedom and equality; e.g., exploitation, imposition of global values such as Universal Declaration of Human Rights, great scrutiny by the global community 

· access to technology; e.g., availability of information and technological equipment
